All BPA hourly jobs are considered as open for bid on a continuous basis and any BPA permanent (career or career-conditional) employee may, at any time, submit an application for such permanent promotions, temporary promotions, reassignments, and/or change of duty stations by completing a bid application.  Employees can update their bids at any time during the year.   

NOTE:  In order to allow us to provide applicants with maximum consideration for all opportunities that arise during the year (including permanent promotions, temporary promotions, lateral reassignments and/or temporary upgrades), applicants are strongly encouraged to submit a completed bid application that identifies all positions for which they wish to be considered (please check whether you are interested in temporary, permanent, or both)
Amendment: This announcement is amended to extend the closing date of the 2012 Calendar Year Bid List to December 31st, 2013.  All employees who have previously submitted a Bid List Application in 2012 do not need to submit a new application, unless they are making changes to their existing Bid.  All requests for Supplemental Questionnaires should be directed to HR Help at HRHelp@bpa.gov.  All else remains the same.


Eligibility:

Current BPA Employees in a career or career-conditional appointment may apply for consideration.  

Apprentices in the last year of the program are encouraged to submit a bid to indicate duty locations for which they want to be considered for permanent placement.

Semi-Annual Rating/Ranking

Semi-annual rating/ranking is conducted during the second week in January and July for the following craft positions:

· Electrician Foreman I, II, and III (Maintenance and Construction)

· Lineman Foreman I and III

· Chief Substation Operator I and III

Applications for these positions must be received by no later than 11:59pm on December 31, 2012 to be included in the January 2013 semi-annual rating/ranking timeframe. All bids received on January 1, 2013 through June 30, 2013 will be rated/ranked during the July 2013 semi-annual rating/ranking timeframe.    
Applicants who are rated/ranked must receive a rating of “best qualified” to be referred for consideration. A transmuted score of 80 or higher is needed to be rated as “best qualified”.   Those who received a “best qualified” rating will retain this ranking for up to five (5) years from the date of rating.  Applicants must submit a new annual bid list application each year during the 5-year rating period to receive consideration.
Those submitting a 2012 Calendar Year Bid Application for positions not included in the January and/or July rating/ranking will be rated and ranked only after a request to fill the position has been received. 

Qualified applicants not selected under the announcement will remain on the Bid List for consideration for subsequent vacancies during the remainder of calendar year 2013 only, unless the applicant declines consideration for a specific location.  

If you submitted an hourly bidlist application prior to January 2008 and were determined “best qualified” but have not been selected for that position, you will need to be re-evaluated. Please submit your updated resume and/or application along with the appropriate supplemental questionnaire.
NOTE:  Separate vacancy announcements, open for 15 calendar days, may be issued to fill hourly positions.  This typically occurs when there are insufficient bidders during the year, when a new hourly job classification is established, or when an existing hourly job classification is established and filled at a new duty location not covered by the bid list.
