New Employees

If you have been appointed to one of the occupations below, or if you will be performing the type of work described, then your position is included in BPA’s Medical Surveillance Program. You are then required to have baseline preassignment, annual, and exit (separation) medical surveillance exams.

· Painters

· Welders

· Cable Splicers

· Carpenters

· Ross Chemistry Laboratory personnel

· Personnel involved with asbestos removal

· Personnel working with mercury at Celilo

· Hazardous Waste Handlers

· Hazardous Waste Handlers (Material Handlers) in the Utilization and Disposal Unit

· Environmental personnel involved in hazardous substance and waste sampling

· Aircraft Patrol Observers
· Heavy Equipment Operators
· Plumbers and Pipefitters
If your position is not included in the program, and you think it should be, you must submit a memorandum request to your supervisor, with copies to the BPA Medical Program Manager and the Safety Manager. You must specify in the memorandum the reasons you think your position should be covered by the program.

Medical surveillance serves two purposes. First, it assures that safeguards, like protective clothing and respirators, are effective and employees are following correct procedures in using the safeguards. Second, it monitors an employee’s overall health and can provide early warning of potentially harmful effects. Exposure to toxic substances at low levels and/or for long periods of time may result in long term, permanent damage to an employee’s health. All employees must follow established safety procedures to avoid undue risk or injury.
